2 Cups Flour 

2 teaspoons Ground Cinnamon 

1 teaspoon Ground Cloves 

1 teaspoons Baking Soda 

1 Cup (2 sticks) Butter – Softened 

½ Cup  Sugar 

½ Cup Packed Brown Sugar 

1 Cup Libby’s 100% Pure Pumpkin 

1 Large Egg 

2 teaspoons Vanilla Extract 

2 Cups (12 oz. Package) White Chocolate Chips – 
Divided 

1 Cup Coarsely Chopped Macadamia Nuts 

 

Preheat oven to 350. Grease a 15 X 10 Inch Jelly 
Roll pan – Yield 48 bars 

Alternate: Grease a 9 X 13 Inch Pan
